PART II – LANDUSE AND VEGETATION INFORMATION

Revision No. 31 proposes to add twelve (12) incidental acres.  The acres have a current landuse of Undeveloped and adjacent areas also have the same landuse.  Actual use of the added acreage has been for unmanaged forestry practices utilizing clear-cut timbering and access roads, except for one site located in Jefferson County.  This site is on a private land and is zoned A-1 (agriculture).  A zoning variance has been approved by the Jefferson County Board of Zoning, see Zoning Variance located in Part I.  The remaining area associated with this revision in located in Tuscaloosa County which does not have a zoning classification for the use of land.  
The revision area does not contain any prime farmland and its use has not changed in the last five years.  Its soil types are the Montevallo-Nauvoo association (steep) that has productivity Site Index of Montevallo-66 and Nauvoo-89.
The land capabilities, productivity and vegetation for the revision area are the same as given in Part II I and J of the original permit application.  See the original Exhibit 2.8 for other information.
